The installation “Majka from the Movie” (Szalenstwo Majki Skowron/Madness ofMajka
Skowron, 1 975), which was presented at Kunstverein Medienturm’s show “forbidden
love: art in the wake of television camp”, 201 0, ofZuzanna Janin (born in 1 964 in
Warsaw, lives in Warsaw) shows six episodes of the 1 970s Polish Television series of the
same name. Utilizing both found and self-shot material, Janin superimposes and blends
her images with the original footage. The principal role of the eponymous television star
was originally played by Janin herself, a part which is contemporaneously held by her
daughter. Dealing primarily with issues concerning Majka´s youth, desires and dreams,
the conditions imposed by Poland’s political regime meant that the distribution of the
successful serial was extremely restricted for years while the material of the newmore
globalized version of the program seem exchangeable with the ideas presented in the
original. Presented as an image-journey, Majka embarks upon the search for her identity,
encountering famous personalities such as philosopher Slavoj Žižek andmusicians Iggy
Pop and Tom Waits along the way. Majka´s experiences and projections overlap with
images of television, which illustrate the lives of teenagers from both then and now.
